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Prepping Fabric for Embroidery

To increase the number of stitches your fabric 
can hold and maintain a flat unwrinkled 
appearance, fuse a piece of interfacing to the 
back of your fabric.

There are knit and woven interfacing.  

• Knit interfacing has a 4-6 way stretch and 

allows fabric to maintain its original 
properties.


• Woven interfacing has no stretch gives the 
fabric a “sturdier” feel
